ANA Numismatic Internship
Information for Summer 2009

Summary

The American Numismatic Association Summer Internship Program is a great opportu-
nity for young and emerging numismatists to study and work with ANA professionals in
their fields of expertise. Interns spend considerable time working with the staff of the
Money Museum and Library where they will focus on collection management, exhibit
preparation, and numismatic research methods. They will also work with the Numais-
matic Education and Publications departments learning how information is disseminated
to other numismatists and the public. The intent of the Internship is to introduce numis-
matists to the Association and have the Interns study and work with our professionals in
order to gain a clearer understanding of the numismatic hobby and profession.

Experience

Interns will work in several departments while at the Association. Since many of the pro-
grams and activities at the ANA are cooperative between departments, Interns will often
interact with several groups at once. By the end of the experience, Interns will have a
broad overview of the ANA and how the Association meets the needs of its members and
the public.

Museum: The Edward C. Rochette Museum is the largest exhibiting numismatic museum
in the country. Interns will work with the Money Museum staff and learn collection han-
dling and storage, collection database management, and object research and attribution.
Interns will also learn how to prepare a numismatic museum exhibit including case de-
sign and layout, writing exhibit text, and creating collateral exhibit material.

Library: The Dwight N. Manley Library is the largest lending library of its kind in Amer-
ica. Interns will learn methods of managing a specialty library, traditional and computer-
based research techniques, and archive methods.

Publications: The ANA creates numerous publications throughout the year. From the
monthly magazine, The Numismatist, to convention programs and museum catalogs, the
Publications department is a primary voice for the ANA. Interns will learn how numis-
matic publications are created, including writing techniques, copy editing, and layout and
design.

Fducation’ Educational programs, presentations, and publications are the primary focus
of the Education department. Interns will gain experience in organizing and implement-
ing educational programs.

Interns will be housed in a dormitory on the Colorado College campus during their
stay at ANA headquarters. While traveling on ANA business, lodging arrange-
ments will be made as appropriate. Unless advance arrangements are made,
Interns will be given a single dormitory room. When traveling on ANA business,
Interns may share hotel rooms, if appropriate. Interns may wish to bring amenities
that will make your room and your stay more comfortable.

Interns will receive a meal card for the dining facilities at Colorado College. The
meal card can be used for three meals a day served at designated times.

Interns will receive a stipend of $200 per week paid semi-monthly.

Colorado Springs has an active sports and recreation community. Interns are
encouraged to bring any sports or recreation equipment they feel will add to
enjoyment of their free time.

Interns must make all travel arrangement to and from ANA headquarters through
Paul Whitnah of M&M Travel (800-426-8326). Travel arrangements must be made
by date given above.

The dress for work at the ANA is business casual. Interns are expected to wear
clean and pressed clothes and appropriate shoes while at the ANA. The exceptions
to this rule are when performing work that may soil your clothing.

Seminar. Scheduling will be done after arriving at ANA headquarters.
